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Dr.  Holly Wang is a Professor at the Department of Agricultural Economics, Purdue University, and serving as a Board Director of Agricultural and Applied Economics Association (AAEA). She received her Ph.D. degree from Michigan State University, and her B.S. degree from Tsinghua University, China.  She started her career as an assistant professor at the School of Economic Sciences in Washington State University, and has served as a visiting or adjunct professor in six universities in the US, Canada, Finland, and China. She is also a Changjiang Scholar Professor at Zhejiang University.

Dr. Wang’s research has focused on food demand and safety, agricultural risks, financial markets and insurance.  She has established a national reputation on food and agricultural issues related to China. Dr. Wang has published 64 articles in world leading agricultural economics journals like American Journal of Agricultural Economics, European Review of Agricultural Economics, Australian Journal of Agricultural and Resource Economics, Agricultural Economics, Journal of Agricultural Economics, and China Economic Review.  She has also delivered keynote speeches and invited talks at professional conferences in over 15 countries, and made over 120 research paper presentations at these conferences.  She teaches and mentors graduate students at the Master and Ph.D. levels and many of them have become professors, government officials, and industry executives in the US, EU, Africa and Asia. 

Dr. Wang is currently a Co-Editor for China Agricultural Economic Review.  She served as the President of the Chinese Economists Society, and the founding Chair of the AAEA China Section in the past.
